Coventry Stadium – STAR DISPLAY, AQUAPLANE,KILMANACK JEWEL, COMOGUE BUCK, LOHER BLUE- Greyhound Trainer Miss J. Atkinson and Greyhound Trainer Mr P.S. Blunt
Greyhound Trainer Miss Jodie Atkinson was found in breach of rules 152 (i) & (ii) , relating to concerns as to the manner in which the following greyhounds: STAR DISPLAY, AQUAPLANE, KILNAMACK JEWEL, COMOGUE BUCK were re-homed; the failure to maintain the kennel book to requirements; the falsification of retirement forms; and the circumstances which led to the demise of COMOGUE BUCK .

Greyhound trainer Mr Philip Blunt was found in breach of rules 152 (i) & (ii) relating to concerns as to the whereabouts of the greyhound LOHER BLUE; concerns as to the manner in which the greyhound LOHER BLUE was rehomed by him; and the failure to maintain the kennel book to requirements. Both Miss Atkinson and Mr Blunt were in attendance. Having heard the evidence the Disciplinary Committee ordered that Miss Atkinson be severely reprimanded, fined £500 and made a disqualified person. The Disciplinary Committee ordered that Mr Blunt be severely reprimanded and fined £650.

Coventry Stadium –  DUNBOLG JOY - Greyhound Trainer Mr P.S.Blunt and Registered Owner Mrs H Bradley

Greyhound Trainer Mr Philip Blunt was found in breach of rules 152 (i) & (ii) concerning the arrangements made for the re-homing of the greyhound DUNBOLG JOY. Mr Blunt was in attendance and Mrs Bradley was represented by Mr Bradley.  On 10 March 2009 the greyhound DUNBOLG JOY was re-homed by Mr Blunt.  In April it was subsequently found abandoned, in poor condition and requiring treatment for a wound to the throat. Having heard the evidence the Disciplinary Committee ordered that Mr Blunt be severely reprimanded and fined £800. Registered owner Mrs H. Bradley’s explanation was accepted.

Wimbledon Stadium – CASH DREAM – International Trainer Mr G. Holian
International trainer, Mr Gerry Holian was found in breach of rules 174(i)(b) & 217 in that a urine sample taken from the greyhound CASH DREAM at Wimbledon Stadium on the 2nd May 2009, was analysed by HFL Sports Science laboratory as containing metabolites of stanozolol; and the administration of any substance that could affect the performance and/or well being of the greyhound. Mr Holian was not in attendance and having considered his explanation together with the circumstances of the case the Disciplinary Committee ordered that he be severely reprimanded and fined £850.

Wimbledon Stadium –  SHELBOURNE ASTON – International Trainer Mr P. Curtin

International trainer, Mr Pat Curtin was found in breach of rules 174(i)(b) & 217 in that a urine sample taken from the greyhound SHELBOURNE ASTON at Wimbledon Stadium on the 2nd May 2009, was analysed by HFL Sports Science laboratory as containing metabolites of stanozolol; and the administration of any substance that could affect the performance and/or well being of the greyhound. Mr Curtin was not in attendance and having considered his explanation together with the circumstances of the case the Disciplinary Committee ordered that he be severely reprimanded and fined £850.
